Digital Theory

This innovative course explores a cluster of intermelated concepts, theories and practices which underpin our
contemporary, technologized and globalized world and culture, focusing especially on virtuality, in its
complex connections to 'reality’, and digitality, and how it can be related to as well as distinguished from
hapticity and the analogue. It endeavours to relate several critical-theoretical, philosophical constructions to
some of the technologies and aesthetic forms (such as the intemet and videogames) which have reshaped
today’s universe, especially in connection with their impact on society, community, identity and subjectivity.
Through its broad inter-disciplinary framework, which ranges across art, technology, philosophy, politics,
economics and game studies, and using representative flms and videogames as 'test cases’, the course
attempts to outline and distinguish a more versatile ‘Digital Theory' from the more media studies-oriented,
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often less theorized field of Digital Culture.

Contemporary Westemn Literary Theory (Saussure to the Present)

This comprehensive course on Contemporary Literary Theory, the first-ever designed for MA students in the
School of Foreign Languages at SJTU, ranges across the full spectrum of literary ana cntical theory from
Saussure onwards, including Russian Formalism and Marxism (Propp, Bakhtin-Voloshinov, Jakobson),
Americant New Criticism (including archetypal crificism: Frye), Structuralism and Semiotics (Barthes,
Kristeva, Eco, Jakobson/Lévi-Strauss), Namatology and Poetics (Genette, Todorov, Riffaterre), the
Poststructuralist Tumn (late Barthes, Reader-response Criticism, Reception Theory: Eco, Iser), post-Freudian
Psychoanalysis (Lacan, Zizek), French and Anglo-American Feminisms and Gender Studies (Cixous,
